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CANADA: NIAGARA FALLS, MONTREAL, & QUEBEC CITY 
 

8 Days - 7 Nights 
 

The sample itinerary described below is approximately like the itinerary your group will be following during your stay with 
WHITE STAR TOURS.  However, the exact times, days, and destinations may vary for your group. 
 
Day 1 Depart from Michigan as you start your journey into Canada.  Your first destination is enchanting  
Niagara Falls, Ontario where you will be greeted by a representative from White Star Tours.  You will  
be given a brief orientation of what awaits you in the days ahead.  After settling into your hotel, you will be  
taken to dinner at a popular restaurant.  Afterwards, return to your hotel for restful evening. 
 
Day 2 After breakfast, you will depart on a full-day tour of the Niagara area.  Your tour begins with the  
famous “Maid of the Mist” boat ride aboard the Hornblower; bring your camera for a picture of the Falls from  
the water.  Afterwards, you will visit Niagara’s Floral Clock, which has three hands, a different face twice  
a year, and is covered by 25,000 plants.  Continue to beautiful Niagara-on-the-Lake, which is located  
where the Niagara River meets Lake Ontario, across from Youngstown, NY.   Many of the town’s first  
inhabitants were Loyalists who fled the U.S. during and immediately after the American Revolution.  The last  
stop on your tour will be a visit to the interesting Welland Shipping Canal which connects Lake Erie to Lake  
Ontario.  The Canal was built in the late 1800s to allow ships to bypass Niagara Falls while traveling between  
Lake Ontario and Lake Erie.  It is part of the St. Lawrence Seaway and is traveled by over 3,000 ocean and  
lake vessels.  Eight locks work to lift (or lower) ships from Lake Ontario, which sits about 320 feet above sea  
level, up to the level of Lake Erie, which is at about 570 feet above sea level.  On average, it takes about 12  
hours to complete the bypass.  Later, return to Niagara Falls for a delicious dinner at a popular restaurant.   
After dinner, spend a few hours at the Niagara Fallsview Casino where you can try your luck at gambling. 
 
Day 3 Enjoy breakfast at the hotel, then check out and travel to the exquisite French-Canadian Province  
of Quebec … an area steeped in European culture and proud of its French, British, and Native American  
heritage.  Lunch/rest stops on your own will be made along the way.   Upon arrival in Montreal, you will check  
into your hotel and meet your Canadian escort who will be with your group during your stay in Quebec.  Later,  
depart with your escort for dinner at a popular local restaurant.   
 
Day 4 After breakfast, meet your guide for a morning tour of Montreal which will include Place Ville-Marie,  
a famous downtown skyscraper and Notre-Dame Cathedral in Old Montreal.  There is time for lunch on  
your own and free time to shop in Montreal’s Underground, then continue on your tour where you will  
see the Olympic Stadium, Mont Royal, and St. Joseph Shrine.  One last stop will be made at The Biosphere,  
Environment Museum where you will learn about the importance of an environmentally sustainable  
lifestyle through scientific exhibitions and demonstrations.  A delicious dinner at a popular restaurant will end  
your day. 
 
Day 5 Breakfast, then check out and depart with your escort for the Provencial Capital of Quebec, Quebec  
City.  Upon arrival you will visit the Shrine of Ste-Anne de Beaupre where you will have lunch on your  
own and time to tour the famous, beautiful and sacred shrine.   Later, visit Montmorency Falls which are at  
the mouth of the Montmorency River where it drops over the cliff into the St. Lawrence River.  The Falls are  
275 feet high … 98 feet higher than Niagara Falls.  Afterwards, check into your hotel in the area and freshen  
up before departing for dinner at a popular restaurant in the area. 
 
Day 6 Enjoy breakfast, then depart for a visit to the Albert Gilles Copper Art Museum.  Enjoy lunch on  
your own in the area.  Afterwards, depart on a guided tour of Quebec City, to Old and New Quebec.  Return  
to your hotel to freshen up before departing for a delicious dinner at a popular local restaurant. 
 
Day 7 Following breakfast, check out and travel to your overnight lodging in the Syracuse, NY area (pack  

an overnight bag); dinner is on your own in the area this evening.
